; mémoration de notre entomologiste si distingué, mais si peu ap-.
% précié, ne verrait son achévement que dans un avenir assez éloigné.
' Sans compter que ma sphére d’action avait été reléguée a ce re-
coin du monde, je dois ajouter, ainsi que je Iai fait observer dans
la préface, combien il était a désirer que la continuation fit re-
tardée quelque temps, attendu qu'il fallait des recherches plus
approfondies, notamment dans les régions arcﬁiques, avant de
pouvoir utilement entamer les hyménoptéres, travail que j’envi-
sageais avec quelque souci, mes propresvconnaiss‘ancesv\ n’étant pas
a la hauteur de cette téche{ de sorte que je 'n’étaisv_ pas_a méme
de reviser avec la critique nécessaire les manuscrits et collections.
mémes de Siebke et de tirer parti des éclaircissements que je pou-
vais puiser dans d’autres sources. Toutefois, en me rendant compte
de la portée du travail commencé par | Sxebke et contmue par. moi
comme la premiére enumeratmn réunie des insectes de la N orvége,’
la premiére tentative &’ acquérir une place pour ’entomologie
jusqu'a présent si neghgee parrm nous )’ai compris l'importance
d’achever aussitét que possible cette base pour servir de fonde-
ment et de point de départ & des ouvrages ultérieurs et plus
spéciaux. Je crois donc pouvoir justifier la continuation de cet
ouvrage avec les matériaux actuellement existants, d’autant plus
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que j’ai recu des contingents trés précieux de la région sud-est

de la Norvége et de la montagne de Dovre par mon infatigable

ami, Mr le candidat Schgyen, en méme temps que pendant mes
excursions entomologiques dans le diocese de Tromsg, j’ai con-
stamment recueilli des hyménopteéres, par lesquels la faune a été
enrichie de plusieurs espéces. Par la bienveillance de Mr le Pro-
fesseur Thomson & Lund, qui a bien voulu fixer toutes les espe-
ces difficiles, service dont je lui adresse mes meilleurs remerci-
ments, j’ai également pu tirer parti de mes collections assez nom-
breuses de Bergen et de Hardanger. Par des raisons importantes,
dont je vais rendre compte, le 5e volume parait en 2 livraisons avec
un intervalle encere indéterminé, quelque désirable qu’il edt été de
voir publier les hyménoptéres dans une seule et méme énuméra-
ration. D’abord le manuscrit sur les ichneumonides est trés in-
complet de la main de Siebke, ensuite il existe dans les collec-
tions des autres entomologistes norvégiens ainsi que dans les miennes

des matériaux considérables, non encore déterminéds, d’ichneumons

qui doivent nécessairement étre compris pour compléter les
annotations de Siebke; mais chacun conviendra sans doute
que les ichneumonides présentent des difficultés plus grandes
qu’aucun autre ordre des insectes, et pour venir & bout des ma-
tériaux existants je suis forcé de recourir a I’assistance d’autorités
étrangeéres dont cependant, par suite de mon isolement du reste
du monde scientifique, il ne m’est pas facile de profiter. 11 me
faudra d’ailleurs un séjour prolongé dans la capitale pour étudier
les collections de Siebke ainsi que les autres collections qui s’y trou-
vent et pour tirer parti des sources littéraires qui me sont inac-
cessibles ici. Mais, avant d’en arriver 13, il se passera longtemps:
je n'ai donc pas cru devoir retarder davantage I'impression du
manuscrit que jai déja achevé il y a quelque temps.

Cette premiére livraison renferme ,,Hymehoptera phytophaga®
avec 204 espéces et ,H. aculeata“ avec 266 espéces; la 2e li-

vraison se composera dela grande tribu des ichneumonides. Pour -

ne pas déranger ’homogénéité de l'ouvrage j’ai observé la méme
forme et le méme plan que ceux des premiers fascicules; la syno-
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nymie est un peu plus compléte que dans le manuscrit de Siebke;
cependant j'ai évité toute longueur comme peu convenable & un ou- -
vrage de cette nature. Les propres observations de Siebke de ses
nombreuses excursions dans la région sud-est de la Norvége en
forment le noyau, auquel il faut ajouter le précieux contingent
précité de Mr Schgyen (notamment des contrées d’Odalen, de
Gudbrandsdalen et de Dovre, ainsi qu’en partie de nos régions
arctiques). Mes observations & moi sont tirées de Bergen, de
Hardanger, des forges de Neas prés d’Arendal, ainsi que du dio-
cese de Tromsg. De plus j'ai compris tout ce que MM. Zetterstedt,
Dahlbom et Thomson ont mentionné sur la Norvége.

Enfin, pour faciliter I'usage des volumes déja publiés du pré-
sent ouvrage j’ai ajouté un index alphabétique provisoire des noms
de famille qu’on y rencontre. Lors de l’achévement définitif de
Vouvrage jai Pintention de reproduire cet index en le complétant.
